Police get into small business training

THE Royal PNG Constabulary, Police Association and Small Business Development Corporation on Wednesday December 12, 2007, signed a landmark Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) regarding small business.

It was signed by Police Commissioner Gari Baki, Police Association president Robert Ali and SBDC corporate affairs manager Peter Kamara.

The signing of the MoU was witnessed by members of the police hierarchy from all over the country who had been meeting at Bluff Inn outside Port Moresby.

Under the MoU, SBDC will provide its trademark Start and Improve Your Business (SIYB) programme to members of the police force, particularly those who will soon be retiring.

Similar training has been afforded in the past to members of the PNG Defence Force and Correctional Services.

The general objective of the MoU is to establish a coordinated and sustainable system of delivery of recognised standard training programmes for members of the association wishing to start their businesses or for the expansion and improvement of members’ existing businesses.

Police Association general-secretary Clemence Kanau said described the MoU as “a milestone in the history of the Royal PNG Constabulary”.

“I’m very excited actually to have SBDC as a partner in the development and implementation of the Police Association’s Social Security Benefit Fund,” he said.

“SBDC, our core partners, will be providing training in small and medium enterprises for our retiring members in a milestone in the history of the Royal PNG Constabulary.

“In other words, we will be preparing exiting or retiring police members to be able to start and manage their own small businesses after a police life.

“The signing today paves way for a harmonious working relationship between SBDC, Police Association, and the police management in addressing welfare and discipline issues of the Royal PNG Constabulary.

“The Police Association and management will be touring the country starting December 16 in Highlands and Momase provinces to promote and market the scheme to the members of RPNGC.
“The sellout part is that every exiting policeman and woman will be able to benefit from the scheme in preparation for a life after police service.”
